AP GOV: “Sell Me a House!” Brochure or Sales Pitch Presentation
Due: Tues, 2/11 (1 week from date of assignment)
Objective: In assigned groups, you need to convince me to “buy” (or become a member of) either the House of Representatives or the Senate (pick one). Essentially, you are arguing which chamber is better/cooler/more powerful/more exclusive by providing me with info and evidence. Be creative and create either: 1) a convincing 3-fold brochure (on an 8.5” x 11” piece of paper or larger) in which you convince me that your “house” is the best OR 2) a professional sales pitch-type presentation (Prezi, PowerPoint, webpage, video, etc.) in which you provide a brief overview of each chamber of the legislature and then highlight the factors that make one “house” better than the other. 
Guidelines: Your brochure or sales pitch presentation must be created using technology. Include images and color! In your brochure/presentation, you must address the following questions about your “house” of the Legislative Branch:

1. Structure: What is the size of your house? Organizational structure? Who is in charge?

2. Qualifications: What are the requirements/qualifications necessary to be a member of your house?

3. Elections: How do I get into your house (elections, support needed, factors that influence election rates and turnover)? What are the perks (benefits of the job) once I get in the house?

4. Constituency: How large is your constituency? Are you close (closest) to the people? What is your relationship with your constituents (the people you serve in your state/district)? 
5. Location: Where do you live if you are a member of this house? Where do you work? Do you have assistants (staff), how many, and what do they do?

6. Powers and Checks and Balances: What are your formal enumerated powers (granted in the Constitution – Article I)? What are their (Congress’) checks on the courts? What are their checks on the president? What are their checks on the bureaucracy? What other informal powers does your house have?
7. Special/Unique Powers: What are the special powers that your house has that the other does not have? (Think in terms of impeachment, debates, introduction of bills, etc.)
8. Unique Positions and Features: What are the special positions one can have as a member of this house? (Think about leadership, special roles, etc.)
9. Committees: What are the special committees that I could join if I was in your house?

10.  Any interesting facts (current or historical) about your house?
